We also have significant 

programmes of investment across the IT enablers including our Data Centres, 

Networks, Storage and Compute infrastructure. Alongside this we will be changing the 

way we support Identity and Cyber Security management.

 Experience of effectively analysing problems and data, presenting solutions, 

and information in a meaningful way to diverse range of stakeholders; 

 Excellent communication skills, including the ability to articulate changes to 

business processes to stakeholders with differing levels of technical 

knowledge and the ability to influence the outputs of others you are not directly 

responsible for; 

 Experience of working to deadlines, prioritising a complex range of tasks to 

ensure delivery in a role which has made competing demands on your time.
